4- Contact the coordinating teachers constantly to follow up and overcome any
problems that may occur.
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ROLE OF TEACHER

1- Introduce the competition to the students. This includes informing the students
about the conditions and registration process.

2- Encourage the students to participate in the competition.

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ROLE OF STUDENT

1- Register in the competition via ELD] App.

2- Choose the type of text that he intends to participate in from the list of topics
provided in the App.

3- Use the chosen text to record his voice in an audio file. A student is advised to
record his voice in a quite setting.

4- Fill out the registration form with all the required details and upload the audio file.

5- Inform his teacher when registration is completed.
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RULES & CONDITIONS:

1- All students, boys and girls, from all around Saudi Arabia are allowed to participate.
2- Winners in the previous seasons are not allowed to participate in the current season.
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PROCEDURE OF THE COMPETITION

1- Forming a jury in each educational office to nominate the best projects at the level
of each education office.

2- Forming a committee of three supervisors from different educational offices to
nominate the best participating projects from outside Jeddah education.

3- Forming a committee from the department to select the winning projects at the
competition level.

4- The winners will be announced at the closing ceremony.
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
